At TCC we have a Thor Guard Lightning system installed. This system measures the exchange of negative
ions in the atmosphere and then predicts the chance of lightning striking within a 14 mile radius of the club-
house. If this system predicts lightning is imminent in the area, the horns will sound for 30 seconds. When
you hear the horns, it is imperative for your own safety that you immediately leave the golf course, get out
of the pool, or stop playing tennis and seek shelter in a safe area.
